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INTERNATIONAL WOMEN’S AIR & SPACE MUSEUM TO SPONSOR CAREER SHADOWING DAY WITH FOCUS ON SCIENCE & TECHNOLOGY

The International Women’s Air & Space Museum (IWASM) promotes careers in science, technology, engineering and mathematics (STEM) through Cleared for Liftoff, a series of educational activities throughout Northeast Ohio.  The museum will once again offer a one-on-one career exploration day for female high school students in Northeast Ohio on Wednesday, November 7, 2007.  Cleared For Liftoff Career Shadowing will pair female students in grades 9-12 with women currently in STEM careers for a day of shadowing.  IWASM’s Cleared for Liftoff programs are made possible through a generous grant from the Alcoa Foundation.  This is the second year for the Career Shadowing program.  Last year students from several Northeast Ohio school districts participated.  

Cleared For Liftoff Career Shadowing is the last of several events sponsored by IWASM in 2007.  In March the museum hosted 250 middle and high school students, who had the opportunity to meet women in STEM careers through a day-long program of lectures and break-out sessions. The students learned about various jobs, from aerospace engineer to air traffic controller.   In July IWASM held it’s first Nikki Kukwa Memorial Aviation Camp for 9 high school students at Kent State University.  Students and their mothers were housed on the campus and had the opportunity to tour several aviation facilities, including Cleveland Hopkins International Airport.  Each student had a chance to fly with an instructor and prepared a project that was presented at the end of the camp.  Also in July, the museum sponsored a week-long 
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STEM camp for middle school students.  The camp took place at Cuyahoga Community College.  Students were exposed to a variety of science concepts through hands-on activities.
