CLEARED FOR LIFTOFF CAMP SCHEDULED FOR JULY 10-14, 2006 AT LAKELAND COMMUNITY COLLEGE CAMPUS OPEN TO STUDENTS


The International Women’s Air & Space Museum (IWASM) in conjunction with the Lakeland Community College Tech Prep Consortium and Ohio’s Career Development Program is offering students entering the 9th grade the opportunity to participate in an interactive camp designed to excite participants and promote careers in science, technology, engineering and mathematics.  The camp will be held July 10-14, 2006 at the Lakeland Community College Campus.  There are two sessions available – a morning session that runs from 9:00 am – 11:30 am and an afternoon session that runs from 1:00 pm to 3:30 pm.  Cost for either session is $50 for the week.  


Students enrolled in the camp will sample a variety of hands-on activities.  Each day the camp activity will focus on a different aspect of technology.  Students will design their own house using Computer Aided Drafting and explore health technology careers by practicing surgical techniques and taking DNA swabs.  Each participant will also design and make a school medallion in Manufacturing and Machining .  Students will make their own website and game as they explore Information Technology.  The week will end with a luncheon for participants and their parents.
